Mini Lesson: How to read poetry, what to respond to in your journals. 

Homework: Two journal responses due on Thursday plus 3-5 new poems due Friday.

Poetry should include various examples of:
· Metaphor/simile 

· Alliteration

· Personification 

· Onomatopoeia
· Imagery 

· Stanzas 

· Couplet

· Rhyme types (end, internal, slant, eye)

· Iambic meter

Students should also be able to identify the meter and rhyme scheme within their poems.

Students should feel free to write all kinds of poetry (see handout for traditional types and definitions), but will be required to write the following:

· Ballad, sonnet, lyric, limerick, haiku, free verse (Core Knowledge, 7th grade)
Students will be assessed on 

· Idea (does it make sense? Is it complete?)
· Effort

· Organization (including a lead and conclusion, as well as format)
· Word choice - imagery/sensory language, complete ideas

· Sentence Fluency – is there a flow? How does it sound?
