Work Periods

Vocabulary - Classical Roots

Mathematics

Students will work out of the Mathematics in Context 7th Grade text this year. The class will progress as a unit and work in a math notebook. Students who complete their work ahead of schedule will investigate the assigned topics in greater depth with individualized assignments, challenge questions, and handout projects. Math will also be integrated into the other subjects. Students should work out their math problems on scratch paper that should be handed in with the assigned work. I encourage students to use their best judgment as to the disclosure of their math work. If they feel slightly challenged by any mathematic operation, they ought to err on the side of caution and show their work.

Physical Education

Every Monday afternoon will be blocked off for P.E. from 2:00-3:00. This means that students should come wearing clothes that are appropriate for outdoor activities and that they should wear or bring the proper footwear. In the winter, students will be partaking in dance. Students should continue to dress and they would for P.E.
