I. Welcome: Rebecca Hallisey and Joan Tavares, Co-Presidents
II. Secretary’s Report – Rhonda Bernstein

III. Treasurer’s Report – Julie Wise

c. School Library – Amanda Brodkin/Joan

i. Amanda is raising awareness to begin a strategic plan with a goal down the road of a school wide library. Looking for support to help with the research and development of a proposal. Would like an enthusiastic and energetic group of 5 people to pursue. The proposal will include research into publishers and companies that assist schools with libraries, and also grant writing.  
ii. There will have to be a fundraising component at some point. Amanda is aware that this needs to be highly coordinated with all fundraising activities, PTVO and Operating Budget.

iii. PTVO fundraising can be specifically targeted, e.g. library, science lab.
VII. Head of School Update – Bill Wilmot
a. Started Spanish in Middle School. Lower grades in January

b. Board is beginning strategic plan for next 3 years. 3 goals – curriculum with a subcommittee; building community internally and externally; and fiscally sustainable.

c. January brainstorming session of fiscal sustainability. Plan to be done by June 2010 in order to set a course for the next three years.

d. Bill looking for spotlight testimonials. Big ones are Jan, Feb and March. 

e. Tammy Whalen is doing grant research. There are currently 3 or 4 grants that we could go after. Bill looking for grant writers.
f. Ideas of what we might need that the PTVO could support.

ii. Visiting artist – ideas: African drummer; ceramics; puppets; unique performance; hands-on with artist
iii. Amanda motioned to put $1,000 of PTVO money toward a visiting artist. Rebecca seconded. Motion passed.
iv. Robert moved to put $2000 of PTVO money toward science equipment. Julie seconded. Motion passed.
v. Playground equipment – this request could start with community for specific needs; PTVO can make up difference.
