Welcome: Rebecca Hallisey and Joan Tavares, Co-Presidents

II. Secretary’s Report – Rhonda Bernstein
a. Joan Tavares noted that in Section VI. Item d. the discussion of the Cash Calendar concluded with a decision to not move forward with it for a November fundraiser. September minutes will be amended for accuracy.

b. Sue Breton motioned to accept September minutes as amended. Joann Sullivan seconded. Approved as amended.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Rob and Julie Wise

a. The SCS PTVO checking account has a balance as of today of $5,373.43.
b. Money for the after school golf program was collected and paid out to the Kingston Fairways.

c. Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report as submitted. Seconded. Unanimously approved.

IV. Bylaws

V. Volunteerism – Rebecca

For all volunteers, keep track of volunteer hours in school and at home. At school, sign in and out in the book and note volunteer hours. At home, keep track of hours doing volunteer work and record in the book at school.

VI. Harvest Fest
a. We had more volunteers than actually needed. Thank you to Applecrest for pumpkins and apples. Thank you to the Sanborn Key Club who manned the races. 
b. All the activities worked great. The front location was excellent. Will use again next year.
c. Next year: perhaps can have more food, i.e., pie eating contest, cotton candy machine, popcorn bags; louder music, more of it; better sound system; name tags for adults and teachers; new activities; pumpkin decorating with stickers.
d. Next year, prizes for participation in activities but competition not encouraged. 
VII. Box Tops / Sunny D – Julie Wise
The school is collecting box tops which can covert to cash from General Mills. Until December 1, if you log on to the Box Top for Education website and support the Seacoast Charter School, the school will get 5 bonus tops.
Sunny D is offering one book per one upc label if class collects 20 labels until November 15.
VIII. New Business

a. Scholastic Book Fair and Family Night – Sue Breton
i. Week of November 16 – 20.

ii. 40% of sales goes to Scholastic Bucks for teachers to order books.

iii. Looking for volunteers to work fair during school hours with after school hours on one day to be coupled with another activity, e.g. Open House, Family Pizza Night.

iv. Action Item: President to talk to Bill for authorization of activity night.
b. Concert Preparations

ii. Action item: Please bring ideas for concert food to the next meeting. 

c. Parent Workshops – Pam Miller Sallet

i. Low attendance from two held last year (6 and 9 parents). Those that attended got a lot out of it.
ii. Media Savvy workshop in the evening in early November.

iii. Parents and educators working together – parent involvement month in NH. 

iv. Family Math Night is another potential workshop.

v. Timing for workshops is difficult with community physically spread out. 

vi. Evening workshop coupled with childcare/movie for nominal fee.

vii. Directly after school workshops will appeal to the parents with younger students with a ‘playdate’ model after school. John’s 7th graders are required to do some community work and this may be a good venue.
viii. Pam also submitted community building ideas in her report that included bowling at Bowl-O-Rama in Portsmouth and a NH Fisher Cats baseball game. To be discussed at a future meeting.
IX. Open to Members
a. Alex raised concern over the children being required to wear their socks in gymnasium for fitness because they cannot wear outside shoes inside. This creates a safety concern. One solution is to ask kids to bring in sneakers to leave in their locker.

b. Alex and Anna questioned the policy of not decorating for the holidays. They would like an option for all things to be represented.

c. A concern was also raised as to why the children do not say the pledge of allegiance. 

d. Joan reiterated that it is not the role of the PTVO to set school policy and urged the parents to attend a School Board Meeting.
