II. Secretary’s Report – Rhonda Bernstein

III. Treasurer’s Report – Rob and Julie Wise

a. The SCS PTVO checking account had a balance of $182.93 at the end of  May 2009.
b. The SCS T-shirt sale raised $1,020 with $480.96 paid out for expenses.

c. The James Dixon Memorial Fund collected $1,410 and the account released the same.

d. Calendar Sale in September 2009 brought in an additional $130.

e. Checking account balance as of 9/8/2009 is $851.97

VI. Fall Fundraiser
a. Joan explained the difference between the Development Committee’s targeted Ask Campaign and the PTVO fundraiser. The PTVO has one fundraiser in the fall to raise money to offset the cost of hospitality for events and extra programming or needs not included in the operating budget.  Ask money goes toward school operations.

b. Joan presented the idea of a ping pong drop to be held at the Harvest Fest. Tickets are sold corresponding to a numbered ping pong ball. Balls would be sold for $10 each. 10% of the intake would be award to the owner of the numbered ball that lands inside a small hole in the ground when all balls are dropped from a crane.

c. Ron suggested a repeat of the Usbourne book sale and Game Night. Gretchen raised the point of negative competition in the Usbourne program last year. 
d. A Cash Calendar sale was discussed. If you buy a calendar, you receive the chance to win a prize every day. Discussion concluded that the Cash Calendar was not a viable option for the PTVO fundraiser.
e. Joan motioned to have a ping pong drop at the Harvest Fest and ask each family to sell 10 tickets.  Seconded. 
f. Floor question about sending out an email vote on the fundraiser to the PTVO membership email list. In the order of fairness, a vote should be taken of members present who made the meeting that was announced to everyone.

g. Ping Pong Drop approved by majority vote.
