VI. New Business
a. Harvest Fest fall fundraising event-Bill/Rebecca

iv. Entertainment – Rebecca will talk to Mary and Mary for donated music time. Has to be known to get the draw.

v. Pig Roast – was originally a donated item and has now been withdrawn. We will not pursue
vi. Chair - Rebecca and Joan to coordinate harvest fest again with ping pong drop.

vii. PTVO not getting the attendance we need. Targeted fundraisers for specific needs. Committees gather on an as needed basis. Geography makes it most difficult to attend meetings – evening or daytime. In the end of year survey, ask parents to feedback on what kind of parent organization they are most interested in. Parent Alliance is made up of targeted committees.
